The Liturgy of the Word

The First Lesson A/l are seated. 2 Chronicles 36:14-23

1 All the officers of the priests and the people likewise were exceedingly unfaithful, following all
the abominations of the nations. And they polluted the house of the Lord that he had made holy in
Jerusalem. * The Lord, the God of their fathers, sent persistently to them by his messengers, because
he had compassion on his people and on his dwelling place. ' But they kept mocking the messengers
of God, despising his words and scoffing at his prophets, until the wrath of the Lord rose against his
people, until there was no remedy. ' Therefore he brought up against them the king of the Chaldeans,
who killed their young men with the sword in the house of their sanctuary and had no compassion
on young man or virgin, old man or aged. He gave them all into his hand. '® And all the vessels of
the house of God, great and small, and the treasures of the house of the Lord, and the treasures of the
king and of his princes, all these he brought to Babylon. ' And they burned the house of God and
broke down the wall of Jerusalem and burned all its palaces with fire and destroyed all its precious
vessels. *° He took into exile in Babylon those who had escaped from the sword, and they became
servants to him and to his sons until the establishment of the kingdom of Persia, *' to fulfill the word
of the Lord by the mouth of Jeremiah, until the land had enjoyed its Sabbaths. All the days that it
lay desolate it kept Sabbath, to fulfill seventy years. ** Now in the first year of Cyrus king of Persia,
that the word of the Lord by the mouth of Jeremiah might be fulfilled, the Lord stirred up the spirit
of Cyrus king of Persia, so that he made a proclamation throughout all his kingdom and also put
it in writing: »* “Thus says Cyrus king of Persia, “The Lord, the God of heaven, has given me all the
kingdoms of the earth, and he has charged me to build him a house at Jerusalem, which is in Judah.
Whoever is among you of all his people, may the Lord his God be with him. Let him go up.”

So also the fish, as much
as they wanted. > And when they had eaten their fill, he told his disciples, “Gather up the leftover
fragments, that nothing may be lost.” ' So they gathered them up and filled twelve baskets with
fragments from the five barley loaves left by those who had eaten. ' When the people saw the sign
that he had done, they said, “This is indeed the Prophet who is to come into the world!” ** Perceiving
then that they were about to come and take him by force to make him king, Jesus withdrew again
to the mountain by himself.

An usher will release the aisles to come forward for Communion. A verger will direct you to the altar rail where

a priest will place a wafer in your hands. If you would like to dip the wafer into the wine, hold it so it is visible

and the first chalice bearer will offer you the intinction chalice for you to do so. If you would like to drink from
the common cup, consume the bread and drink from the chalice offered by the second chalice bearer.

Gluten-free wafers are available from the acolytes in front of the pulpit or the lectern. Once you have obtained
your wafer, come to the priest for the words of administration.

Prayer Ministry: If you would like to be prayed for by a team of prayer ministers, after receiving communion, please
proceed to the prayer ministry teams in either transept. You may form a line along the wall of the transept if necessary.
